At Harrodian, we prioritise the development of leadership and teamwork as key life skills and provide 
our pupils with a wide and diverse range of opportunities to take responsibility as they progress 
through the School. 

Our integrated Leadership Programme enables pupils to support and facilitate all areas of school 
life, with a range of leadership positions on offer.
