
DRESS CODE - Sixth Form 

The Sixth Form is a professional working environment and students are expected to dress 
appropriately.  

Boys must wear a shirt and girls must wear smart clothes which are not revealing or 
unsuitable for the school community.  

The following clothing or accessories are unacceptable:   

Jeans with rips, holes or oversized 

Tracksuit bottoms   

Excessively revealing clothing, e.g. see-through tops, bare midriffs  
Excessively short skirts or low cut tops 
Any top with garish or offensive designs 

Shorts for the beach or sport   

Trainers with holes and laces untied  
Flip-flops  
Excessive body jewellery 
Earrings for boys  

Students in the Sixth Form are the ambassadors for the school. The example they set is 
followed by younger pupils and they are therefore encouraged to dress smartly. Immediate 
response to changes in fashion may require staff to apply their judgement to ensure 
appearances are acceptable and reasonable.  
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
